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Mculloch v. Maryland (1819)


The Supreme Court established that the congress does have the right to make a bank and states do not have the right to tax that bank because it is federal property.

Mapp v. Ohio (1961)





The Courts implement the “Exclusionary Rule”, which denies evidence in a federal court case that was obtained illegally. 


Some other important points brought up in this case was the 4th and 14th Amendment.











Near v. Minnesota (1931)


In this case Minnesota’s Gag law was seen unconstitutional because it allowed a judge to stop the publication of a newspaper that was seen to he/she as obscene or scandalous. The press is given this right in the 1st amendment. “Prior restraint” goes against the freedom of press. 





 











Brown v. Board of Ed.  (1954)


This case overturned the earlier case of Plessy v. Ferguson, in saying “separate but equal” was not constitutional because separate schools with different races did not allow the opportunity for equal education.









































Plessy v. Ferguson (1896)


This case established the states could say institutions were “separate but equal”, which meant that two different races could be separated in an institution but still be equal in citizenship. 


 





 





Gideon v. Wainright (1963)


This case established that every state has to provide an attorney in any state court case.

 Schenk v. U.S (1919)


The 1st amendment does not allow for citizens to scare the lives of other with their free speech rights. This case established the “clear and present danger test”, to limit the speech of others.








Gitlow v New York (1925)


New York’s anarchy law was broken when Gitlow advocated to overthrow the government. The precedent case of Schenk v. U.S already established that the 1st amendment did not protect clear and present danger speech.





Engel v. Vitale (1962)


This case deals with the establishment clause of the 1st amendment that states, “Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion”. State officials cannot make an official school prayer and require public schools to recite it.











Griswold v. Connecticut





                         “1962”


Connecticut state law prohibited the use of birth control, Griswold said the law invaded her right to privacy.


SC- The law invaded the right to privacy on the usage of birth control.








     Miranda v. Arizona





                    “ 1966”


Miranda was not told about his rights prior to entering the interrogation room, he signed a paper with his confessions


violated the 5th and 6th amendment


SC- his confessions couldn’t be used because his rights were not said to him.











Terry v. Ohio





“1968”


Terry and his friend were searched by a cop for standing in a suspicious manner, the cops found a revolver and arrested them.


SC-Police can search and seize with probable cause .














Lemon v. Kurtzman





“ 1971”


*Pennsylvania’s 1968 Nonpublic elementary and secondary education act violated the establishment clause of the 1st amendment.


*established the “Lemon Test”
