           Racism: DRMC
Ok, it’s time to bring it all together!  Now that we have the date for Different Races Making Change (DRMC) day, I’ve put together the new requirements and schedule for our end of the year projects:
PROJECT (120 points)
Goal: to build upon an existing project or to create a new project that clearly defines racism within a historical context and helps aid in the eradication of the racism you chose to focus on.  The project shall consist of an 8-10 page research paper (written individually), a class presentation, and finally, a public event to be carried out on DRMC Day (May 29th) or at a date mutually agreed upon between the student(s) and instructor.
Research: Learn more about your topic!  Knowledge is the power to change and rise above ignorance!  You must have at least eight sources, of which, at least three must be book sources (not encyclopedias!).  You must also use at least one of the two books we’ve discussed in class so far 

Plan: Is your topic timely and accessible (in other words—will people care?)  What do you want people to know about your topic? How have others handled your topic?  What do the experts say?  Have you clearly identified and defined your problem?  How can you bring an effective message to a local community?

Mini-Presentations: We will have two 5-10 minute mini-presentations in class worth 10 points each.  One mini-presentation will occur in February and the other in April.  The idea behind the presentations is to demonstrate your expertise in the subject and to receive feedback from the class about how to best implement your project on a larger (school or community wide scale).  Presentations should incorporate a brief introduction to your project at in its current state, your future plans for the project, and some form of visual aid (hopefully drafts or plans of your project).  

Implement: After the presentation you will need to implement your project to your target audience during the month of May or at the DRMC event.  How you do this will largely be up to you based on the feedback you received from me and your classmates.  You may also collaborate with other groups.  Possible projects to implement:

· A documentary

· A public art piece (such as a mural, poster session, etc.)

· Inviting a guest speaker and having them speak or present at an after school function

· Creating some type of mini-fair or festival

· Finding and creating exhibit space for your topic

· Creating a website

· Open mic night

· Performing a skit, play, sketch, or similar…
PAPER (80 points)

If you are continuing an existing project, you may be able to build upon your existing 
Outline (20 points):

· Must contain a thesis statement

· Must be three pages, typed, double-spaced with 12 pt. font and 1” margins

· Must be spell-checked

· Contains main ideas and research supporting your thesis

· Includes the history/sociology behind your main ideas (research, research!)

· Provides evidence for main ideas

· Includes breakdown of introduction & conclusion

· Submitted by individuals, not by groups
Essay (60 points):
· Must contain a well developed thesis (refined or approved from outline)

· Should follow order set forth in outline

· Feel free to be creative in your essays—you may deviate from a typical narrative with my permission (such as writing as a journalist, novelist, etc.)
· Must be 8-10 pages, typed, double-spaced with 12 pt. font and 1” margins

· Must be spell-checked and checked for grammar

· Papers must be original work and submitted by the individual (groups may not turn in shared papers!)

· Papers must include a bibliography of 8 sources in MLA format (not included in page count)
