Recipes for Rebellion

It’s a fundamental question that we need to ask because our country has both embraced and crushed rebellions throughout history.  So, to better understand how rebellions work, and when, or if they’re appropriate, we’re going to create a cookbook.  Well…not just any cookbook.  These will be recipes for rebellion!

Building your cookbook

Your cookbook will consist of the following:

· A cover page

· 5 recipes for past rebellions

· 1 recipe for future rebellion

Cover

· Should be the last item you design
· Should have a title and images relating to your recipes

· Should be colorful and creative

Recipes for Past Rebellion

Each recipe must contain the following:

· Rebellion timeframe

· Ingredients for rebellion 

· Procedure for “cooking up” the rebellion

· A summary of the rebellion

· At least one image relating to your rebellion

Recipe for Future Rebellion

Should include all of the features above, except that your summary should explain the historic reasons behind why you think this future rebellion will occur. (this recipe will be worth extra-credit points)

· Cover

· All 5 past rebellion recipes

· 1 future rebellion (for extra credit)
· Book should be bound 

Grading:

· Each rebellion recipe is worth 25 points

· The completed cookbook with cover is worth 30 points

Research Paper (Yay!!!)

This cookbook will help you to write a short research paper (gasp) of 5 pages (double gasp!) about protest and rebellion for the end of the trimester. This essay will be worth 100 points. 
Research Paper Question: When, if at all, is it appropriate for people to rebel against authority?
This paper is due on Friday, March 4th
It must include the following:

· A clear thesis statement relating to the question

· Examples of protest/rebellion we discussed this year

· A consistent and logical narrative argument 

· A bibliography of 10 sources in MLA format (at least 4 of which are primary sources)

· 5 typed full pages in length (not including bibliography)
