THE GLOBAL VISION PROJECT
Throughout our study of World History we have seen our share of conflicts: poverty v. wealth; wars of religion; powerful v. powerless; human vs. nature; socialism v. capitalism; and many more.  I became interested in history because I felt we needed to understand the past in order to build a better future.  Now, I’m challenging you to do the same.
Your final will be the initiation of a project to create positive worldwide change.  Your project will include the components listed below.  Here are the rules:

· You must select a topic where you can have a global impact (such as confronting genocide in Darfur, or ending the worldwide food crisis)

· You will need to research the topic using a variety of relevant sources 

· You are encouraged to collaborate not only within your class, but across all of my World Studies/Global Issues classes

· All work must be submitted INDIVIDUALLY and must be ORIGINAL, however, the presentation may be submitted as a group (if working with members of the same class)

· You make work in a group no larger than three people

· Final Portfolio must be typed, proofread and spell-checked
ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY (15 points)
· At least five relevant sources
· No more than one encyclopedia (yes, Wikipedia is an encyclopedia!)

· No more than three websites

· At least one primary source

· Typed in MLA format

INFORMAL ESSAY (50 points)
· Must contain a thesis statement with your conflict(s) and solution(s)
· Should explain the organization(s) you are working with to solve the problem

· Must detail how you are actively working to solve the problem

· Must connect your topic to at least one we’ve discussed in class

· Must be 3-4 pages long

· Must be typed, double-spaced with 12 point font and 1” margins

· You must include at least two quotes with parenthetical citations

JOURNAL (15 points)
· You will need to record your thought process and progress twice/week
· Entries may be handwritten, but the final journal will be typed

· Each entry should be no less than one paragraph long, but no more than two

PORTFOLIO (30 points)
· Should be submitted in a folder
· Must contain: ALL drafts, journal entries, final essay, bibliography, and any outreach items you have (such as a flyers, petitions, posters, etc.)

PRESENTATION (50 points)
You will have 7-10 minutes to present your work to the class.  I’m granting you a lot of freedom in these.  Here is how I envision your presentations:
· Your presentation must clearly explain your topic

· It must clearly explain how you are working to solve your conflict

· It must explain how others can get involved and help

· It must be 7-10 minutes long

· Presenter(s) were energetic and knowledgeable

· Presentation must have a well-conceived visual aid

· Your presentation must be creative 

Presentation ideas:
· Create a mural about your topic

· Write and perform a brief play or skit

· Create a newsletter/newspaper

· Make a movie/documentary clip about your topic

· Create a game

· Create a puzzle
· Other ideas???
