COURSE: U.S. History

LESSON: Colonial Slavery

DATE(S): 2-10-2006

GOALS/OBJECTIVES:

· Students will learn about the slave trade through experiential learning

· Students will understand the purpose of slavery and the slave trade
· Students will examine primary sources and will identify key people and terms

MATERIALS:

· Overhead Projector

· Overhead images 

· Dunkin Donuts Munchkins

· 2 bed sheets

· 50 handouts of Slavery and the Making of America
LESSON:

· Experiential exercise: students will not be allowed in class but will be lined up outside according to gender.  Students will then be tied together and brought into the classroom.  The instructor will then inspect each slave (student) before separating them out on the bed sheets on the floor.  Slaves will be segregated by gender.  The instructor will then approach random slaves and feed every other one (with Munchkins).  Students will lay on ground for a few minutes   (20 minutes)

· Analysis of exercise: (40 minutes)

· Why were the slaves separated by gender?

· Why did I feed only certain slaves?

· Why did I have them lay on the ground?

· How did you feel?

· How would you imagine the Middle Passage for these people?

· What psychological and emotional effects would they feel?

· Examine Olaudah Equiano’s account of the Middle passage (10 minutes)

· Slavery Lecture (15 minutes if time)
