War with Mexico 

· Revolt against U.S. supported Porfirio Diaz

· Diaz resigned, reformer Francisco Madera took power

· Madera failed and Conservatives overthrew him with General Victoriano Huerta’s coup

· Wilson disliked Huerta, but U.S companies were protected

· Rebel groups under Venustiano Carranza fought Huerta and received assistance from the U.S. whose forces occupied Veracruz—preventing Huerta from shipping and customs revenue

· Huerta fled Mexico and Wilson supported Carranza as President

· Carranza faced opposition from two rebel groups: Pancho Villa and Emiliano Zapata

· Villa murdered Americans in Mexico and the border states to incite US forces to invade Mexico

· Us pulled troops only in 1917 as WWI began for them

World War I
Causes

· Began in Europe in 1914 when Austrian Arch-Duke Franz Ferdinand was assassinated by a Serbian

· Austria-Hungary had been growing it’s empire in the Balkans

· Serbia was allied with Russia who also expanded into the Balkans

· Russia allied with Great Britain and France

· Austria allied with Germany, Bulgaria and Ottoman Empire

· America claimed to remain “neutral”

America and the war

· Claimed to be neutral

· Still shipped weapons and supplies to England and France

· Germans warned “neutral” countries about shipping weapons to western allies

· German U-boats sank the Lusitania killing 128 Americans, tons of weapons and ammunitions were found to be on the ship’s log

· Anti-German sentiment grew in the United States, while Irish and German Americans did not sympathize with allies

· In 1917 German U-boats resumed unrestricted sub warfare and tried to persuade Mexico to fight the U.S.

· Wilson “world must be made a safe place for democracy”

· Senator George Norris a Republican Progressive from Nebraska opposed the war saying it only was for America’s commercial interests
