Viva La Revolution!
The early 1900s was a period of great turmoil across the globe.  In India Gandhi was leading the Swaraj Party in peaceful revolts against the British.  Emiliano Zapata and Pancho Villa were leading revolts against the Mexican government, and Mao Tse-tung was emerging as a powerful revolutionary in China.  Now you will be leading the revolution.  Here is the challenge:

You will be working in small groups.  Your first task is to pick a revolution to lead.  You may choose from the following political leaders:

Francisco “Pancho” Villa

Venustiano Carranza

China

Chiang Kai-shek

Mao Tse Tung

For this assignment your group will need to accomplish the following:
Create a party mission statement

· Briefly explain your country’s recent history and why you want change (1-2 paragraphs)

· Outline a few of your party goals (at least 3-4 sentences)

Create a set of laws

· Include at least ten laws relevant to your party

· Explain how you chose the laws (1-2 sentences)

· Include how you will enforce these new laws 

Create a Flag

· Flag should symbolize your party’s goals

Prepare a brochure
· To use in a presentation

· To convince others of your perspective

· Should use photographs or other images

Prepare a 5-7 minute speech

· Summarizes your position, laws and mission
· You may choose one person to present, or you can share the presenting

· Should be in your words, not copied from text!
This project will be worth a TEST grade.  It will take the place of an in class chapter test.  Your group will have time to research your project in class and in the media center.  You will also need to work on it outside of class.

You will receive two grades on this project: a group grade based on the final product and a personal grade based on your personal commitment to the project.  The following rubric explains how you will be evaluated:
